Ansfelden, located in the southwest of Linz,  is a town in the district of Linz-Land, with 14,600 inhabitants and has got an area  of 32 km2.  Anfelden is splitted in six parts: Haid, Freindorf, Nettingsdorf, Raperswinkel, Moos, Kremsdorf and the town Ansfelden.
Ansfelden is a town with culture. For example Anton Bruckner was born here. I am sure you know something about Anton Bruckner. He is known almost all over the world as one of the most popular composer. 

Anfelden is not so famous for its sights but for its economy. Over the last few month Ansfelden has got a lot of new shops. Like Merkur, Hornbach, Giga Kika and Haid – Centre which contains shops like Ikea, Sport Experts, Maxi Markt and many more. If you come from Salzbourg, you can either take the first exit “Traun” or the second one “Ansfelden” 
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This is the open-air bath of Ansfelden. We are very proud of it because it is one of the most popular places around Linz. Here you can see two of the three slides and the numerous swimming pools. 

As you can see it is really hard to get bored in Ansfelden. I absolutely enjoy to live there. Ansfelden is not only known for its economy. If you want to relax in nature you will also find a lot of beautiful walks (Wanderwege). You need not have a car to do your shopping. You can reach every destination either by bus or on foot.
