As christian already said linz has a remarkable developing history. Now I would like to tell you about linz nowadays.

“Linz – a city comes to life” - the city's slogan rightfully points out that quite a lot is happening in upper austria's regional captial. Linz has given evidence of its own upswing in the recent past. Nowadays, a visit to Linz means having a good time. This can be experienced at the attractive shopping centers, in the cozy restaurants with tasty regional food, and with the hospitable and friendly people all ove the city. The active cultural scene on theater stages, in conert halls, and even on open air platforms brings excitement to town.

The Old Town Quarter, one of the most important places of the city. It was designed in the 13th century to be the biggest square and meeting place in Austria. Since many years the old town quarter has been very popular for younger people especially in the night.

A ride on it gives you an idea of how people traveled in former times. The world’s steepest mountain railway climbs up the 2.9 kilometers long rails managing a vertical rise of 255 meters. On top of Pöstlingberg mountain, alongside the stunning views of Linz, there is the famous Cave Railway, installed in the tower of once mighty defensive fortifications. Visitors, children as well as adults, can take a "Dragon Train" through the magic world of dwarves and fairy tales.

A further famous object of interest is the „Botanical Garden”

These interesting gardens are located at the Bauernberg and are a home to more than 10,000 different species of plants on 4,25 ha of land - native flora, marsh and water plants, American and Asian wood plants etc. The botanic garden's special feat is its landscaped arrangement in plant groups. Furthermore, these gardens boast Europe's largest collection of cacti with about 1,100 species; a "rosarium" demonstrating the history of the rose; an "alpinum" and a "tropic house".

But Linz isn’t only interesting for adults, also for children. Enjoy a bath in the well-trimmed facilities of the lakes and the adventure swimming pools for refreshment and fun. “Kuddelmuddel”, the kids’theater, visits to the cirus, and gamefestivals chase away boredom. A trip on the Pöstlingbergbahn also passes by the zoo.

There is always something going on in town. A lot of festivals are distributed over the whole year. One of the most famous is the Ars Electronica Festival. The opening event of the this festival will be the "Cloud of Sound" visualized on September 7, in the Danube Park. The “Classical Cloud of Sound” will resound in the Brucknerhaus and outdoors in the Danube Park on September 15. This event is the beginning of a three weeks festival which brings famous conductors, orchestras and soloists together in the city in the Danube River.

As you see linz is a very interesting city with many cultural high points, innumerable Pubs and many possibilities to meet nice people in the multicolored life of the city.
